June 1st - June 6th, 2010

This team is planning an attempt to break the existing record for the Longest Softball Game during the upcoming year 2010.

The existing record was obtained in 2009 in Wasketeau, Alberta (Canada), and is 115 hours and 3 min long.

Our goal is to play for 120 hours; the attempt to break the record will take place at the softball field “Francesco Nespoli” of Caronno Pertusella (VA) – Italy. 

Caronno Pertusella is a small town 20 Km north of Milan, close to Milan Malpensa International airport, and easily reachable by public transportation. This field hosted the 2003 European Women Fastpitch Softball Championship and the 2006 European Cup Softball Fastpitch - Women "A" tournaments.
The game will start on June 1st 2010, at 20.00 and will finish on June 6th 2010 at 20.00.

The game will be played by about 50 players, who will remain at the softball field during the whole game. We will provide food, beverages, tents and other facilities (access to locker rooms and showers) for all players. The Participants will receive all of these accommodations free of charge. Transportation to and from the field will be at their (players) expense.

The final decision for the attempt will be made by the end of November 2009, depending on how many players sign up for the event.

Players will be chosen on first come, first served basis. Every applicant will be notified whether he or she has been accepted or not.

1. The organization will provide for food and lodging during the attempt, transportation to and from the field will be at player’s expense.

2. In case any applicant is a member of a club team at the time the attempt will take place a waiver is required to attend the record attempt. The waiver, specifying consent, must be signed by the club team’s President allowing the player to participate in the event.

3. Players must accept the guidelines as specified hereunder.

Extract of the record guidelines

PLAYER PARTICIPATION

· Individuals may not switch teams.

· No player may play for more than eight hours at any one time.

· A player leaving the field may not return to play for at least one hour after coming off the court or pitch.

· Once the event begins all the players must be present at the venue throughout the attempt. Players not involved in the play must be present at the courtside/pitchside throughout (except for five minute comfort breaks). Food may be consumed at the courtside/pitchside. Sleeping bags, chairs, etc. may also be provided at the courtside/pitchside.  Exemptions are made in the case of any participant requiring medical, or similar, assistance: absences of this nature should be recorded in the log book.

· No individual who was not present at the beginning of the attempt may participate at any time in the proceedings.

HEALTH & SAFETY CONCERNS

· Before competing, all contestants must be in possession of a document signed by a medical practitioner stating that they are fit to participate in the marathon event.  These documents must be added to the log book and witnessed before the attempt has started.

· If at any time during the proceedings the doctor or nurse says that, in their opinion a contestant should end the attempt, the event must stop immediately
