XXXIV. ESF Congress in Lausanne/Switzerland
Dear Softball Friends

The Swiss Baseball and Softball Federation has the pleasure to host the XXXIV. ESF Congress in the Olympic-City of Lausanne from February 6 – 8, 2009 at the Hotel Alpha-Palmiers.
Lausanne, the second-largest city on Lake Geneva, combines a dynamic commercial town with the locality of a holiday resort. The capital of the canton of Vaud is also a lively university and convention city. Sports and culture are given a high profile in the Olympic capital. 

Places to visit:
Olympic Museum – provides an overview of the history of the Olympic Games, from the first 1896 summer games in Athens through to the present day. 

Here some additional important information for you:
Travelling:
From Geneva Airport
After customs, take on your left and walkthrough the whole building. Go through the revolving door, you will enter the railway station. Buy your ticket to Lausanne at the counter on the opposite side of the hall. Journey to Lausanne lasts approx. 40 minutes. The train ticket costs CHF 25.00 one way. You have a train every 20 minutes. A taxi will cost about CHF 200.00.

From Zurich Airport
After customs, follow the sign with a train logo (train station) down to the 2nd basement of the airport. Buy your ticket from the counter and check on the blue departure panel when the next train for Lausanne/Geneva will depart. Journey to Lausanne lasts approx. 2h30.To find the schedule of the Swiss railway go under: www.cff.ch and check times of your journey.

Once at the Lausanne railway station :

To reach the Hotel Alpha-Palmiers, take the road « Rue du Petit-Chêne » that goes upwards, left from the Mac Donald, the Hotel is on that road, after a 300-meter walk on your left-hand side.

To reach the Hotel Agora, take the south exit (lake side) and cross the first perpendicular street, continue towards the second perpendicular street called « Boulevard de Grancy ». The « Avenue de Rond-Point » is one street leaving the Boulevard de Grancy toward the Lake. 

To reach the Hotel City, take the Metro, opposite of the railway station, in front of the Mc Donald's. Take a metro bound to "Croisettes" and stop at "Bessières" (only 3 stops after the railway station). Once at the Bessière stop, take the elevator up and the hotel City is right at the exit of the elevator.


Accommodation:
The congress, all commission meetings and the gala diner will take place at the Hotel Alpha-Palmiers. The Hotel Agora is about 15 Minutes walking distance from the Alpha-Palmiers. To go to the Hotel City you will have to take the Metro at the station. 

Please find attached the registration form with all details, which has to be sent back to the hotel by January 9, 2009. After that date we can not guarantee the room availability and prices offered.
